ÅRequires us to:

o Identify the words in print (word recognition)

o Construct an understanding (comprehension)
o Coordinate identifying words and making meaning so that reading is 

automatic and accurate (fluency)

Questioning Techniques
When questioning and making predictions:

ÅKeep your child involved

ÅStimulate his/her thinking

ÅAid in developing comprehension strategy

ÅUse open -ended questions rather than òyesó and 
ònoó questions 

ÅAvoid killing interest in the story by asking too many 
questions
